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Payment methods

Pay and Display

A ticket with sufficient time to cover your stay should be purchased from one of the ticket vending machines and attached to
the inside of the front windscreen of the parked vehicle. The ticket machines do not give change.

Pay on Foot

When you drive into the car park, press the button on the entrance barrier machine, take a ticket and keep this safe during
your visit. Enter this ticket in the pay machine before returning to your vehicle. Pay the amount required (change available)
* take the exit ticket and insert this in the barrier machine at the car park exit when you drive out.
